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During the past few years we have 
been blessed with new challenges 
and opportunities to continue to fulfill 
our mission of being an expression 
of God’s love, facilitating emotional 
healing and growth for women, men, 
and youth---regardless of financial 
status or faith background--so that 
they may develop more fully their 
relationships with self, others, and 
God.

In April 2006, The Samaritan 
Counseling Center of the Fox Valley 
launched Project Open Door to 
provide affordable counseling services 
to youth and families without health 
insurance to cover mental health 
services. The project was created to 
address a great need identified in the 
community in Winnebago County. 
Today this project is responsible for 
6% of the SCC’s total services and 
has become an invaluable resource 
to low income families in the area 
struggling with mental health issues.

Now the SCC presents the Fox Cities 
community with another response to 

one more growing need: counseling 
services to the Spanish speaking 
population residing in the Fox Cities, 
New London and Oshkosh areas.   

SCC has been receiving calls from 
individuals seeking services in 
Spanish for several months, and it 
was frustrating not to be able to help. 
The solution came when one of our 
counselors volunteered to work on 
developing the skills and resources 
necessary to serve this population. 
Rosangela Berbert is from Latin 
America and is able to communicate 
in Spanish. Also, her own experience 
as a recent immigrant allows her to 
have a special understanding of the 
acculturation process and its impact 
on individuals and on family life. 

With the financial support of CHAT 
(Community Health Action Team) 
and the Winnebago Presbytery we 
are now able to serve this segment 
of the Fox Cities population, offering 
our printed material in Spanish and 
providing counseling in their own 
language.  Before we even started 

advertising this 
new initiative, 
R o s a n g e l a 
already had 
7 Hispanic 
clients in her 
schedule. 

We have 
been walking 
on fertile 
ground. The 
needs of the 
communities we serve have been 
sprouting in front of us, and we have 
been fortunate to be able to take the 
measures necessary to tend to these 
needs. We have the commitment,  
have worked to develop resources 
and we continue to need and 
appreciate the community’s support 
of our Center.

Third Annual Silent Samaritan Campaign Another Success!

The Silent Samaritan Campaign began three years ago and it is still a simple idea full of quiet power—women of 
strength helping women in need. The Samaritan Counseling Center of the Fox Valley has been offering help and hope 
for over 35 years. The center has been strengthening our community one person, one couple, and one family at a time. 
The Silent Samaritan Campaign focuses on supporting women who come to the center for help but cannot afford to 
pay the full fee for counseling services.

	 Some important facts:

	 • �Higher rates of depression in women have been linked to other forms 
of chronic stress, including poverty and little education.

	 • �Depression is more common among low-income persons, particularly 
mothers with young children.

	 • 60% of the center’s clients are women

	 • Over 30% of women clients are low income and need subsidies

	 • 50% of the center’s female clients suffer with depression

	 • �Women are more likely than men to be victims of physical, sexual and 
emotional abuse

	 • �Women who find strength and support through counseling are less 
likely to be dependent on unhealthy relationships.

In 2007 we raised $13,000 with this woman to woman letter writing campaign.  Ellen Kort, Wisconsin’s first Poet 
Laureate was our speaker for the luncheon held at First Presbyterian Church, Neenah.  Thank you to the twenty-three 
women who wrote letters and to our wonderful planning committee: RoseAnn Blair, Lynne Keller, Barb Raemaker, and 
Barb Rudolph.
